Show rules and regulations

N.B Team Captains/ Managers are responsible for ensuring that all members of their teams and
accompanying party are informed of the rules and regulations pertaining to this tournament.

4. A dog must be withdrawn from the competition if it is:-
a) Suffering from any infectious or contagious disease.
b) A danger to the safety of any person or animal.
c) Likely to cause suffering to the dog if it continues to compete.
5. It is the team captain’s responsibility to ensure that the team is available for its races.

6. No person shall impugn the decision of the head judge or judges.
