c. Likely to cause suffering to the dog if it continues to 

compete. 

 

5. It is the Team Captains responsibility to ensure the team is 

available in their class and running order. 

 

6. The organiser(s) reserve the right to make any alterations they 

deem necessary in the event of unforeseen circumstances 

 

7. All dogs enter the event at their own risk and whilst every care will 

be taken, the event organiser(s) cannot accept responsibility for 

damage, injury, or loss however caused to a dog’s, persons or 

property whilst at the event.
